1. Date & Location of Show
The Show will be held on 19" & 20th August 2026 the County Showground, Withybush, Haverfordwest,
Pembrokeshire, SA62 4BW.

2. Cancellation of Classes and/or Entries

Pembrokeshire Agricultural Society reserves the right to refuse any entry or cancel or amalgamate any class or
section it deems fit. Exhibitors already entered will be offered entry into an alternative section where appropriate or
the entry fee may be returned to each exhibitor after the show dates.

3. Stewards
No steward or other official of the show, whilst in charge of any animal competing in the show, shall wear any
rosette or badge when they enter the ring.

4. Dress Code
All exhibitors/handlers should ensure they are wearing the correct show clothing and footwear required to enter the
designated show rings.

5. Public liability
All exhibitors, without exception, must have public liability/third party insurance.

6. Health & Safety

The organizers of this event have taken reasonable precautions to ensure the health & safety of everyone present.
For these measures to be effective, everyone must take reasonable precautions to avoid and prevent accidents
occurring and must obey the instructions of the organizer’s, officials, and stewards.

Itis a mandatory requirement that all riders including judges MUST WEAR A SKULL CAP OR HARD HAT manufactured to the
current approved BSI or European Standard with the chinstrap fastened correctly & securely at all times whilst mounted in
the Showground. Top hats and Bowler hats can be worn by adults in the Side saddle classes at the riders own risk.

GENERAL CONDITIONS FOR
EQUINE EXHIBITORS

1. ARRIVAL & DEPARTURE OF HORSES & PONIES

Please use Gate 4 Entrance for delivery and collection of exhibits. Access will be restricted and all occupants of
vehicles must hold the correct wristbands or admission ticket(s). Vehicles which do not have an Equine Exhibitor Vehicle
Pass will not be allowed into the Equine Parking Area. Regrettably if you do not have an entry pass or wristband, access to
the showground will not be permitted.

2. STABLE ACCOMMODATION & FACILITIES
There are NO ON-SITE STABLES AVAILABLE but please e-mail info@pembsshow.org for a list of local stables should you
require one.

3. HORSE PASSPORTS & BREED REGISTRATION

The Equine ldentification (Wales) Regulations 2019 require all horse owners to obtain a passport for each animal that they
own. Horse exhibitors should ensure that they are in receipt of the necessary passports for all horses and/or ponies they
are exhibiting at the show and have them available for inspection requested by a statutory body.

It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to ensure that all horses and ponies they are entering are registered with the
necessary breed society or organization prior to the show. Registration numbers must be quoted on the entry form.

4. MARES "WITH FOAL AT FOOT"
Wherever, in accordance with a class definition or regulation, a mare is to be shown "with foal at foot", this declaration
shall be deemed to certify that the foal shown is the foal of the mare with which it is shown.

5. FOALS
All foals entered must be at least 3 (4 weeks old for SHB classes) weeks old on the date of the Show.

6. MEASURING OF HORSES
Exhibitors of animals registered recognised Breed or Show Society, which has a requirement as to height, must be able to
produce a certificate issued by the Joint Measurement Board if required to do so.
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7. JUDGES INTEREST IN EXHIBITS

Exhibitors are not permitted to enter any animals in any classes which is to be judged by a person who has or has had a
financial interest in the animals, or which have stood in his/her stable. Stud fees are not considered to be a financial
gain. The onus of complying with this rule rests entirely with the exhibitor.

8. EQUINE HANDLING
All handlers must be a minimum of 14 years old on the first day of the show for the judging of all in hand equine classes
and use of Horse Walk. Stallions, either in-hand or ridden, competitors must be over the age of 16 years.

9. FALL of HORSE, PONY or RIDER
Afall of a horse, pony or rider in any class will result in elimination. The rider must not remount in the ring and should see a
medically qualified attendant before remounting.

10. HEALTH & SAFETY IN THE HORSE WALK

Access to the Horse Walk is by horse exhibitor wristband only and for the purpose of going to and from the relevant Equine
Ring with exhibits. In the interest of safety, any pedestrian crossings of the Horse Walk will be manned by crossing
stewards. At no point will the public be permitted to cross the Horse Walk whilst equines are within the Horse Walk.

All horses & ponies are required to walk in the horse walks and into each of the arenas. The use of aids such as
plastic bags, plastic bottles containing stones etc. Inside are not permitted in these areas and will not be tolerated

by the show.

Ponies must not have qualified for the 2026 Horse of the
Year Show. If a pony qualifies for the Horse of the Year Show it will forfeit its qualification for the Thor Atkinson Steel
Fabrications Ltd Challenge.

For the Summer Championship Show ponies must NOT have qualified for the Horse of the Year Show in the current year,
been placed 15— 5" at HOYS in the previous year or been placed 15— 5" at RIHS in the current or previous year in the
relevant class, excluding Pretty Polly and Young Dragonara, or been placed 15— 5™ in the BSPS Heritage Supreme at LIHS
in the previous year.

Qualifying rounds for most NPS competitions are open to ponies owned by NPS members and non-members but only
ponies owned by adult NPS Qualifying or Life members are eligible to qualify for the final of the competition at the NPS
Summer Championship Show at Malvern August 2027.

Amateur Status

A person is an Amateur for the purpose of classes run under Association Rules if he/she does not, during the current or
previous season:

e Engage in breeding, livery, buying, selling, dealing, or hiring horses in a commercial capacity, or as means of
deriving a source of income.

e Receive remuneration, whether it be monetary or goods in kind, for employment in the connection with horses in
racing, showing, livery stable or riding school (instruction at Pony Club and Riding Club excepted). This does not
include the suppliers of ancillary services such as farriers and vets.

e Own/Part own an equestrian establishment including but not limited to; riding schools, events centre, stud, or
livery yard in any capacity, or receive any form of remuneration for employment at an equestrian establishment.
For the avoidance of doubt for the purpose of this rule, immediate family members of an owner or part owner of
an equestrian establishment who work or are howsoever otherwise engaged or involved in any capacity, whether
or not for remuneration at the equestrian establishment, will be treated as being an owner or part owner of that
equestrian establishment.

e Show a Horse owned or sponsored by a company or a commercial firm, or act as a Brand Ambassador, in any
showing classes, SHB(GB) or otherwise, or a Horse for which his/herimmediate family accepts livery or training
charges from a person outside the immediate family concerned.

PLEASE NOTE:

a). If you ride/compete equines on a regular basis, which you do not stable at home, your Amateur status will be
reviewed by the Board/Council, i.e., if you ride/compete multiple equines or ride regularly for one or more owners,
you could be deemed professional.

b). A competitor is not eligible to compete in Amateur classes on an Exhibit, which has been ridden by a Professional
Rider in ANY class, SHB(GB) or otherwise, with the exception of Working classes, Side Saddle classes AND Novice
classes, during the current year and the following year, up to but not including the Royal International Horse Show.
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c). (The above Rule (b) does not apply, if the Horse has been Professionally Produced and ONLY ridden by a
Professional, during the current season, or if the horse has subsequently been sold and re-registered under new
Ownership).

d). On the day when an Exhibit is competing in Amateur classes, Professionals, including Professional Grooms, are
not allowed to ride, to work-in (in any form), compete, or enter the Ring to groom/strip the Horse.

e). No commercial branding can be visible in the ring, during Amateur classes (including Amateur Home Produced),
this applies to equines, riders and any attendees; this also includes outside the ring, or online i.e. on social media.
